grace to the humble." Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee 

from you.

2 reasons: 

Verse 13 

- Adam formed    

- Structural reason 

-  -     structure,    structure,    structure 

-  - Man’s job to protect this structure and not abuse it 

Verse 14 

- Eve was      

- She was easily misled (deceived) 

- She became transgressor (violation) 

- Adam’s sin was one of     decision (Romans 5:12 sin entered through

We also see in other places (1 Timothy 3, Titus) that the man is the one referred to in these roles of

Definitions: 

     – attendant, helper, server (1 Timothy 3) 

   (overseer) – superintendent, pastor, generally in charge of the church (1 Timothy 3) 

   – presbyter, governs the church 

Bishop/overseer and elder are interchangeable words.  Often referred to as pastor/shepherd now. 

- We will talk more about specific roles and qualifications in the weeks to come 

3 ways of thinking when it comes to women in pastor/elder role: 

1)     – man/woman created to operate in different leadership spheres.  

Women are unable to hold church office.  Focus of ministry needs to solely be on other women 

and children. 

2)     – men/women are partners in every area of ministry and that all church 

leadership is open to be held by women with the exception of pastor/elder. 

3)     – women can hold any church leadership position including 

pastor/elder.
